THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

2. 
Object of the contract

2.1

 at the latest, the AUTHOR will provide the CENTRE with a text of __ page (s) (250 words per page) briefly described below and hereinafter referred to as the “TEXT”:

The AUTHOR, first owner and current owner of the copyright to the TEXT, grants, to the benefit of the CENTRE, the publication license described in clause 3.

3.
Publication license
3.1
The AUTHOR remains copyright owner of the TEXT. However, she/he authorizes the CENTRE to publish the TEXT in: 



This license is granted for one language (English), and for one edition only.

3.2
The scheduled date of publication is: ________________ 201
 . However, the CENTRE reserves the right to a maximum delay of 

months from the signature of the contract to actual publication. After this delay, the present license automatically expires. In addition, the CENTRE may legitimately refuse to publish the initial version of the TEXT if in the opinion of the reading committee this version does not meet expectations of the CENTRE.

3.3
The AUTHOR warrants that the TEXT has not been published before, that to her/his knowledge it does not infringe on the rights of others, and that it contains no unlawful statements or material that is pirated, libelous, seditious, scandalous or obscene.
3.4 
The license granted by the AUTHOR is exclusive to the CENTRE until the TEXT’s scheduled date of publication stipulated in clause 2.2. This license cannot be transferred to anyone else and is granted with worldwide distribution rights.

3.5
However, the AUTHOR promises, when the TEXT is republished and/or its translation published, to ensure that mention of its first publication in  



 



is made with adequate reference.

3.6
In addition, the AUTHOR grants the CENTRE permission to reproduce excerpts from the TEXT on its website for promotional puposes. With this in view, the AUTHOR grants the CENTRE a non-exclusive, non-transferable and worldwide license to communicate excerpts of the TEXT to the public via the internet. The CENTRE will remove the excerpts from its website on

3.7
Any other use of the TEXT by the CENTRE, particularly its translation, must be expressly authorized by the AUTHOR.

4.
Corrections

4.1
Reviser’s corrections to the TEXT will be at the CENTRE’s expense, except when changes are requested by the AUTHOR after the TEXT is with the CENTRE. In that case, the costs of correction will be at the AUTHOR’s expense.

4.2 
The CENTRE will provide the AUTHOR with the corrected version of the TEXT and will obtain her/his approval before publication.

5. 
Intellectual property rights

5.1
The CENTRE undertakes to respect the AUTHOR’s intellectual property rights to her/his TEXT. In consequence, when publishing the TEXT or any excerpts thereof, the CENTRE will clearly identify the AUTHOR and specify the title of the TEXT.

5.2 
In addition, the CENTRE undertakes to publish the TEXT in its entirety and without any change, except when publishing one or several excerpts, in which case the CENTRE will ensure that appropriate mention is made of the TEXT from which the excerpt or excerpts have been made.

Remuneration and complimentary copies

The AUTHOR grants the publication license in consideration of the following publication rights: $

The CENTRE will provide the AUTHOR with, free of charge,  

 copies of the publication in which her/his TEXT appears. The AUTHOR will have the opportunity to buy additional copies with a discount of

7. 
Termination

7.1 
If the CENTRE decides to cancel the publication of the TEXT, the CENTRE undertakes to pay the AUTHOR damages as per the following rates (the delay of notice being calculated from the scheduled date of publication stipulated in clause 3.2):


Cancellation with a notice of 90 days or more: the CENTRE will make no compensation.


Cancellation with a prior notice of 30 to 89 days or upon the recommendation of the reading committee: compensation equivalent to 50% of the rights established in the present contract will be paid to the AUTHOR.


Cancellation with a prior notice of less of 30 days: the AUTHOR will receive compensation equivalent to the total amount of rights established in the present contract.

7.2 
If the AUTHOR decides to cancel the publication of the TEXT, the CENTRE is not obligated to pay the rights established herein. In such case, the AUTHOR undertakes to reimburse the CENTRE any expenses already made in conjunction with the publication of the TEXT, and this within fifteen (15) days of notice by the CENTRE establishing the amount owing.

7.3
The CENTRE reserves the right to cancel the contract without further notice and without compensation if the AUTHOR fails to deliver the TEXT on the agreed date.

7.4 
The contract is terminated if the CENTRE enters bankruptcy or is subject to a receivership order under the Bankruptcy and Insolvency Act (Revised Statutes of Canada [1985] Chapter B-3), if its property is subject to seizure by virtue of the law or, in the case of a corporation, if it is subject to liquidation.
8. 
Arbitration

8.1
The parties agree to make all possible reasonable efforts to resolve any dispute relative to the present contract, or ensuing from its interpretation or its application, through mediation in accordance with the procedure provided for in Articles 1 to 7 of Book VII of the Civil Code of Québec, as specified in An act to establish the new Code of Civil Procedure (Bill no 28). 
8.2
If the parties are not able to reach an agreement within sixty (60) days following the appointment of a mediator, one of the parties may, if necessary, turn to common law courts. The parties then expressly waive the application of Article 37 of the Act respecting the professional status of artists in the visual arts, arts and crafts and literature, and their contracts with promoters.

9. 
General clauses

9.1 
The parties declare that the present contract represents the whole of their agreement and that it can only be modified, in part or in whole, by another written agreement bearing the signature of both parties. 

9.2
The contract is formed when signed by both the AUTHOR and the CENTRE. The contract will continue until all obligations derived from it are fulfilled.

9.3 
To become an integral part of the contract, any attached Schedule must be duly completed and signed by the parties, and this before the

9.4 
The invalidity of a given clause of the present contract does not invalidate the whole contract.

9.5 
The present contract is governed by, and must be interpreted in accordance with, Quebec and Canadian laws in force on the date of the signature. The parties elect domicile in the judicial district of:
